Check for Weather and School Alerts

Before heading to bed sach night, check the weather forecast for the next
day. In Calgary, conditions can change guickly. This gives you a chance to
prepare for longer commutes or slippery sidewalks, helping you avoid the
rush in the morning.

Leave for the Bus Stop Earlier

Make sure your children appropriately dressed for the weather. Footwear—boots
with good traction are a must—and leave early enocugh to account for slowsr travel
times. Taking a few sxtra minutes to reach the bus stop will help your child awvoid
rushing and potentially slipping on icy patches. ALWAYS arrive 5 minutes prior to
your stop time.

Bundle Up and Stay Warm

In extreme winter conditions, exposed skin can freeze quickly, so it's crucial to
wear a warm, windproof jacket, insulated gloves, a hat, and a scarf. Waterproof
outerwear and boots are also essential to protect against slush and snow,
ensuring that youwr child stays warm and dry while waiting for the bus.

Stay Alert, Minimize Distractions

Teach your children to be extra cautious when walking to their bus stop, as winter
conditions can create hidden dangers like icy patches. Encourage them to kesp
their headphones, cell phones, and other distractions to & minimum while walking,
50 they can stay aware of their surroundings, including any approaching vehicles.

Also, drivers should exercise extra
caution when approaching bus stops and be ready to stop for buses picking up
children If the roads are icy, leave plenty of space between your vehicle and a
stopped bus to avoid shiding into it
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FFCA SHS Exam Period — Jan 14 — 27, 2025

FFCA SHS Exam Day Instructions: Regular Exam Days are scheduled with Friday bus times. All exams
will begin at 9:00 AM, and most students will finish their exam well before 1:20 PM when the buses
depart. Students who have completed their exam should have a plan to leave campus and return
before the bus departure or arrange for their own transportation. Our preference is for students to
arrange their own transportation, as we do not have suitable space or staff to supervise students if
they finish early.

For the 2024-2025 school year, diploma (gr 12) and school-based final exams {gr 10-11) will be
weighted at 30%. Course work is weighted at 70%. Grade 9 students will take midterm exams in
January for ELA [7.5%) and Math [5%).

On exam days, students should be ready to enter the exam room at about 8:50 AM. They should
bring with them only the things they will need for the exam (photo ID (school 1D is encouraged),
writing tools, 1 approved calculator (only if needed, and no case), snacks/water (not permitted in
computer labs), and anything else specified by their teacher. All SHS students have a locker assigned
¥ to them to store backpacks, jackets, boots, technology, and other belongings. Students that have not
been using their locker throughout semester 1, should be prepared to bring a lock and request access
to their locker before the exam period begins to ensure they have a safe place for their belongings.

Students with exam accommodations should discuss their writing location with Student Services. The
SN locations in the following schedule are subject to change before the exam period begins.

CONGRATS to many of our Grade 12 students to have already applied to Post-Secondary
programs and some who have already received offers!

* Don't fret if you haven't heard back - MOST offers are sent out in February!

* Don't fret if you haven't applied yet - there is still plenty of time!

* 74% of 2024 Grads went to UCalgary(40%), MRU(14%), UAlberta(10%), & SAIT(10%)!

* Get your Calendar organized for due dates: applications, acceptances, scholarships &

awards, residences, etc...
* FYI: You cannot apply early in Grade 11 - only in Grade 12 when it opens (usually Oct 1).

Post-Secondary Application Reminders:
« Make sure your Apply Alberta profile is complete. Include ALL Gr12 courses with either your
final or estimated final grades. Post-Secondary schools need to see all your Grade 12 courses.
s With each school, ensure you are reviewing the required courses and averages - both
minimum and/or competitive. You should be applying to programs that are:
* A) The Dream Choice - which is optimistically realistic

- » B) The Reality Choices- you have the marks for this program and getting §
B in is likely if everything continues to go well.

s C) The Safety Choices - a pathway that's easy to get into if options A& B
c don’t work out! (Many find this becomes the dream!)

s Ask questions - Ms. Hunnisett loves meeting with you to answer questions, research with you,
and guide you. Also, once you've applied - you may talk to the recruiters/admissions office
where you've applied. You have lots of support available!
